Economics: A mixed agricultural and industrial economy. High population growth,
widespread corruption, protectionism, social and political unrest and a series of natural
disasters have played havoc with the economy, perpetuating widespread poverty and
unemployment. Massive gaps between rich and poor continue. Problems with ineffective
governments, high crime levels and a lack of foreign investment hamper progress. Remit-
tances from Filipinos working abroad are a crucial source of income as are, increasingly,
electronics exports, tourism and business process outsourcing.

Politics: A Spanish colony from 1565 to 1898, hence the Catholic majority and many Span-
ish customs. Ruled by the USA until independence in 1946. Martial law imposed in 1971 to
combat Communist subversion; the country became virtually a one-party republic. Politi-
cal manipulation, mismanagement and abuse of civil liberties stimulated antipathy to the
Marcos regime and led to its downfall in 1986. No government has adequately addressed
the need for implementing land reform, for taming military excesses, for limiting the
elite’ s power and for ending the Muslim secessionist and Marxist guerrilla wars.
