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THE LIFESTYLE THAT HARVESTS DAILY (ACTS. 19:1-9)

1. Biblical Background of Harvest Thanksgiving

(1) Shavuot, also called the Pentecost, is a feast that celebrates the first
harvest. The people of God’s kingdom gave thanks for their first harvest
in the land of Canaan as they passed through Egypt and the desert.

(2) During the Pentecost, the Holy Spirit that Jesus had promised came
upon them, and they were able to realistically enjoy the fruits of God’s
kingdom (Jn. 16:13).

(3) When the harvest is over, we build a tent/tabernacle and give thanks
for the harvest, we can anticipate the completion in the eternal kingdom
of God.

2. What to enjoy on Harvest Thanksgiving — the Harvest: Holy Spirit
(1) Experiencing the indwelling, guidance, and working of the Holy Spirit is
a warranty to eternal blessings (2 Cor. 5:5; Acts 19:1).
(2) The Holy Spirit works through the word and prayer and is fulfilled through
the life of evangelism (3-6).
(3) When the Holy Spirit comes upon [us], then we're filled with the Holy
Spirit to the extent that we’re immersed in it (6, Eph. 5:18).

3. Harvest is the start of Harvest Thanksgiving. We must harvest every day.
(1) For three months, Paul explains the life of [in] the kingdom of God (8-9).
(2) This is the types of harvest we must have each night.

(3) The prayer to harvest daily is a basic and necessity to all believers.
