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THOSE WHO CHANGE SPIRITUAL POVERTY (NEH. 5:1-13)

. God hears the cries of the needy and the isolated.

(1) With his love and mercy, God helps those who are poor and cry out to
him in pain (Ps. 10:14; Ps. 72:4; Ps. 68:5; 69:53; Ps. 72:12; Isa. 58:9)

(2) Spiritual poverty is more severe than economic and societal poverty
(Am. 8:1).

(3) We were also poor, isolated, and lonely.

(4) The Lord first saves us from spiritual poverty and then changes it into an
abundant life (Rev. 3:20; Rom. 10:12; 2 Cor. 8:9; 2 Cor. 6:10).

. Spiritual poverty must end completely for those of us who are fixing our
destroyed grounds.

(1) The people of Judah and its leaders, who were residing there first, were
taking the inheritances of those who had moved in and enslaved them (1-5).
It was the past habits from when they were poor.

(2) If we are using the gifts given to us by grace and the people of faith for our
own motives and benefit, it is the same as selling them to the enemy (8).
@ Scars and the past, motives that come from spiritual poverty

—> Setting the interest rate according to their own will, spiritual picki-
ness in which they decided on the spiritual blessings and strived for
comfortability in worship.

@ Ways that came from spiritual poverty

—> Relaying disbelief, encouraging physical motives, and criticizing the
church and people are all the same as enslaving [our] brothers and
sisters (9)

@ Life’s system rooted by spiritual poverty

—> Unbeknownst to us, the enemy criticizes our spiritual actions and
spiritual habits that hinder our rediscovered brothers and sisters,
and block the glory of God (9).

(3) So, God has no choice but to shake out every man from his house and labor

and make them poor (13).

. We must change into the word, prayer, and evangelism movement of
Christ who makes everything abundant.
