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The Gospel Letter to the Age, Romans

THERE IS NO ONE WHO DOESN’T NEED THE GOSPEL (ROM. 1:14-20)

(Introduction) In order to dine with the President, you need a $100,000 ticket. Many
CEOs still purchase the ticket because they see that much value in it. How much
value, worth, do you give for worship, the spiritual feast with the king of kings?

1. What is the reason Paul said that he was indebted to the Romans, Greeks,

and the Roman colonists? (14)

(1) Discussion with the Rabbi: “Christianity requires evangelism because it
is a faith centered on salvation, but Judaism does not require evangelism
because it does not view salvation as necessary..”

(2) Paul proclaims it is God’s power that can grant all people salvation (16).
Your religious lifestyle from the past isn’t what is important. What'’s important
is whether or not you currently have salvation.

(3) Do you have no answers to prayer? Do you lack assurance? Do you not
believe the works of God?

2. Why do we need the Gospel?

(1) All people (we) have an unavoidable problem.

(2) We need to be with God and His power (20; Gen. 1:26, 28).

(3) It is because we have completely lost hold of our identities. We need to
know the spiritual problems that cannot restore our identities and powers
with our own strength.

(4) God gave us the way (Gen. 3:15; Exo. 3:18; Isa. 7:14; Mt. 1:23; Mt. 16:16; 1Jn. 3:8).

3. If we don’t accept Jesus Christ, the main figure of the Gospel, as our life’s
master and bartizan of life, our spiritual wandering will surely continue.
(1) Nonbelievers also know this (18-20). But they cannot change it. It is only
possible when they’re completely free from it.
