MAY WE ENJOY PEACE WITH GOD (ROM. 5:1-11)

1. The reason we can’t enjoy peace

(1) The reason why we’re unhappy with God, even when our walk of faith has
been long, is because spiritual bartizans have been formed in us preventing
us from having peace with God.

(2) Things that prevent us from having peace with God and against God are
formed within us (Eph. 2:14; 2Cor. 10:4).

(3) Thoughts, hearts, words and actions, and non-evangelical sins, wounds,
pride, hatred, desires, and concerns that were established in the attitudes
of human relations affect the soul (Ecc. 5:15-17; Rom. 1:29).

(4) The real enemy hiding behind us mocks us and tears us down, and so we're
all the more exposed to confusion and distress.

(5) Only Jesus Christ can destroy these blocked walls and ruined grounds (Eph. 2:16).

2. The peace Christ provides
(1) People needs peace, but true peace is only possible when our relationship
with God is restored.
(2) God’s peace changes our foundation, so it is much different (Gen. 3:15;
Jn. 15:15).

3. Peace is a journey.

(1) Jesus Christ, the word must be our master (1b).

(2) From then, God’s redemption, the works of peace take place (Eph. 2:14).

(3) As we believe in the words of Christ, we enter into God'’s grace (2a).

(4) What happens when we gain peace?
1) We look the glory of God who has come upon us and are joyous in all

things (2b).

2) We enjoy perseverance, rostrum, and hope even within hardships (3-4).
3) We're able to realize God’s love (5-6)
4) We find solutions (salvation) even within future wraths (problems) (9-10).
5) We enjoy our peace with God and rejoice (11).

3. Jewish Identity and Social Realities

(1) For Jews, religion, peoplehood, culture, language, and ethnicity are
inseparable, Christians may be Korean, Italian, etc., but Jewish identity
unifies all these elements.

(2) History of Persecution: Jews were persecuted for 2,000 years under
Christian and Islamic rule. In the past 100 years, 1 out of every 3—4
Jews born was Kkilled, deeply shaping communal structure and planning
for the future.

(3) American Jewish Community:

In the U.S,, Jews-being a minority—cling more tightly to religious
heritage. In Israel, where Jews are the majority, cultural and linguistic
identity is stronger.

(4) Discrimination Today: According to FBI statistics, 62% of hate crimes
target Jews.
