LET US CAST OFF THE WORKS OF DARKNESS AND PUT ON
THE ARMOR OF LIGHT (ROM. 13:11-14)

1. Remnants in the Youth Group must raise the spiritual bartizan before
becoming young adults.

(1) The flow of the age changes. My spiritual body must be raised with
the spiritual bartizan of the unchanging gospel.

(2) Otherwise, we will raise the bartizans of self-centeredness, material
-centeredness, and success-centeredness, being ultimately tied down
spiritual conflicts.

(3) We must accept Jesus Christ as our master every day.

(4) The three courtyards made of Jesus life, Jesus power, Jesus economy,
and Christ within the treasures of the kingdom of God must be made
in your prayers every day.

2. The age will surely influence your spiritual and mental states. If you are
not awake, then you will be caught up in the works of this age’s darkness
(1sa. 40:6-8, Rom. 13:12).

3. Remnants have God-given missions.

(1) Each individual has a unique God-given mission (Acts 1:8; Mt. 28:18-20).

(2) We must get rid of the thoughts of darkness, the system of powerlessness,
and the flow of failure (11).

(3) The armor of light is the spiritual bartizan of the gospel (12).

(4) Let us walk properly as in the daytime (13), not in orgies and drunkenness
(13), not in sexual immorality and sensuality (13), not in quarreling and
jealousy (13).
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
