1. Most of our hopes are physical things. When we have hope in the spiritual things,

our lives are upgraded.

2. A person of God must have completely different hopes.
(1) A completely hopeless spiritual state, impossibility, powerlessness, ignorance,
and failure
(2) The death of Christ and the gift of resurrection
(3) The power of God that has us become the remaining ones, the scattered ones,
the hidden ones (Isa. 60:22).

3. May we have different hopes for the church and people.
(1) Bear with the failings of the weak (1).
(2) We must wear the power of resurrection and take on the difficult things first,
as Christ did (7).

(3) Have a hope for all nations (different cultural backgrounds, healing, remnant, 10-12).

4. This hope is possible through the power of only the Holy Spirit (13).
(1) Only the Holy Spirit can change our spiritual imprints, roots, and nature.
(2) When we discover answers through the word, then we begin to have joy and
peace in our journey.
(3) When we go towards the guideposts God gives to us, then we overflow with hope.

(4) May we restore the time of prayer.

It must be done through only the power of the Holy Spirit. What is something that
